Terms and Conditions

1. The owner or occupier of the land on which any animals are kept must provide housing which is adequate and appropriate in the circumstances taking into consideration:

· The type and number of animals to be kept.      
· The capacity to maintain it in a sanitary and inoffensive condition

· The capacity to protect neighbours from noise and

· Any other matters considered to be relevant.

2. All animal housing must be maintained so that:

· All manure and other waste is removed and/or treated as often as necessary so that it does not cause a nuisance or offensive condition.

· All manure and other waste is stored in a fly and vermin proof receptacle until removed from the premises or otherwise disposed of to the satisfaction of the Environmental Health Officer.

· All food or Chaff is to be kept in vermin proof receptacles and
· The area where the animals are kept must be thoroughly cleaned and maintained at all times in a clean and sanitary manner to the satisfaction of the Environmental Health Officer.
3.  Animal Excrement

· A person in charge of an animal must not allow any part of the animal’s excrement to remain on any road, street, nature strip, reserve or public Council land in a township area.
· A person in charge of an animal which litters in a public place must immediately collect and then dispose of the droppings in a responsible manner.

4. 
The permit holder shall at all times during the agreed term, be the holder of a current Public Liability Insurance Policy in respect of the activities specified herein in the name of the permit holder providing coverage for a minimum sum of $10 million. The Public Liability Policy shall be affected with an insurer approved by the Council.
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
