Terms and Conditions

1.
An occupier of land within a residential area must not keep any fowl on the land unless the fowl are housed in a poultry house or similar structure approved by Council which is:
a) of a height not exceeding two (2) metres

b) of an area not exceeding ten (10) metres

c) at least (20) metres from any road to which the land has a frontage

d) at least three (3) metres from any other road

e) at least one point two (1.2) metres from the boundary of any adjoining land: and

f) at least ten (10) metres from any dwelling, whether on the land or any adjoining land

g) where fowl are free ranging they must be confined within the property boundaries

h) a rooster is not permitted in a residential area

2. 
The maximum number of fowl that can be kept at any one time is 12.


3. 
The permit holder shall at all times during the agreed term, be the holder of a current Public Liability Insurance Policy in respect of the activities specified herein in the name of the permit holder providing coverage for a minimum sum of $10 million. The Public Liability Policy shall be affected with an insurer approved by the Council.
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
