Terms and Conditions

1. This permit shall have a maximum life of twelve (12) months from the date of issue.

2. The livestock being moved across and/or along the roads permitted under this permit shall at all times be supervised and under effective control of a person who is competent in the management of livestock so as to ensure the safety of all road users.

3. The carcass of any livestock under the person’s charge that dies on a road is properly disposed of.

4. If night-time crossings should occur, the crossing site must be floodlit such that drivers have a clear view of the animals on the road and if possible the signage.

5. The length of travel is minimised so far as is practicable.

6. The livestock are yarded prior to crossing and taken across as a group to minimise the time they are on a road.

7. Areas of high conservation significance are avoided or protected.

8. Signs conforming to guidelines prepared by VicRoads and referred to in the Road Safety (Traffic) Regulations 1988 are in place, and are taken down when such crossings are not used for significant periods.  Where used, stop signs must be folded down when stock are not crossing. (Refer to Vicroads “manual for traffic control at stock crossings” www.vicroads.vic.gov.au)
9. Appropriate precautions are taken to ensure that no damage occurs to road surfaces, furniture, drains, culverts, bridges and private entranceways or to trees and shrubs growing within the road reserve.

10. The stock is not moved on any road reserve or carriageway if poor visibility conditions cause such travel to be a danger to traffic.

11. Compliance at all times with verbal or written instructions given by an authorised officer or the Council’s Chief Executive Officer or delegate.

12. The requirement that the provisions of the Livestock Disease Control Act 1994 and the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act 1986 are complied with at all times.

13. The permit holder shall at all times during the agreed term, be the holder of a current Public Liability Policy of Insurance (“The Public Liability Policy) in respect of the activities specified herein in the name of the permit holder providing coverage for a minimum sum of $10 million. The Public Liability Policy shall be affected with an insurer approved by the Council.
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
