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1. New Development Facility Area 
A new facility has been developed on site 
to provide change rooms and kitchen area. 
Ideally this facility will be linked to the existing  
public toilets.  
Funding is being sought for this next stage. 

3. Oval Maintenance 
Renovate and improve existing turf surface. Treat weeds  
with select herbicide, improve aeration using  
a verti-drain and improve drainage. Top dress and re-seed  
with an appropriate turf species.  
Regular maintenance is required to retain 
the good condition of the wicket and also the practice nets. 
 

4. Playground Improvements 
Conduct routine risk management inspections to 
ensure playground complies with safety regulations.  
Consider upgrading play equipment every 5 years.  
Currently uneven surfaces require attention and  
weeding is also required 

5. Grounds Maintenance/Tree Safety 
A list of maintenance items needs to be rostered so that all  
activities are included and recorded such as weed control, mowing, 
and cleaning.   
Conduct an arborist assessment on the reserve trees to 
identify potential hazards. 
Re plant areas with appropriate trees. 
Consider sectioning off areas with hazardous trees. 
Consider updating signage to better enhance the site in terms of culture, interpretation 
and to better direct movement through the site. 
Repair/upgrade Reserve furniture. 
Enhance existing walking track with more frequent maintenance.  
Consider introducing some fitness and exercise info along this track. 
Consider enhancing existing BBQ area with additional picnic and cooking opportunities 
such as a ‘Pizza Oven’ 
 6. Improvement of Front Entrance/Roadway/Access 

Formalise existing roadways around the Reserve entry and exit,  
new building, CFA and toilet block.  
Improve signage, landscaping and surface treatments within 
the site. Consider the installation of bollards, barriers and kerbs to  
better define areas. 
 

7.Tennis Facility Improvements 
Resurfacing and remedial works will be required to the hard court playing surface in the 
short term future. Consider replacing grass around the outside of the courts with gravel. 
Test that present lighting lux levels are adequate. 
Upgrade the ‘Judy Hill Pavillion’ to improve/provide facilities. 
Consider the addition of another tennis court where  
current playground is located. 
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2. Pavilion Improvements 
The heritage pavilion could be developed into a stage or 
performance area. Any works need to be planned with the 
heritage advisor and would need to include a structural and 
services assessment.

A potential area for introducing Bocce/Boulle games 
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
